B Plants on the border

The Limes Norrlandicus boundary runs from Varmland
to the west to Gastrikland to the east. The boundary
forms a bio-geographical divide between the uplands
of Norrland and the lowlands around the big lakes

in central Sweden. It is also the border between the
taiga, the boreal belt in the Northern Hemisphere,
and the mixed forest in the south. In addition, the
climate is milder south of Limes Norrlandicus. Many

Strandviol, krussilja, Iovbinda och vattenblink
ar andra vaxter som i reservatet vaxer nara sin
nordgrans.

northern species have their southern distribution
boundary near Limes Norrlandicus. However,
many more southern species have their northern
distribution boundary here.

Bergs klatt is situated right on the border. On
the rocky shoreline nearby you find marsh gentian
Gentiana pneumonanthe, one of several herbs with
northern outposts in the reserve. The population
of marsh gentian is the northernmost in Sweden.

The marsh gentian is a rare plant whose bright blue
flowers open in late summer. When in bloom, the
plant is unmistakable, but otherwise the graceful
spurs are difficult to spot. Fen violet, Cambridge milk-
parsley, copse-bindweed and water-violet are other
plants in the reserve that grow close to their northern
distribution limit.
